Code (the "Ordinance").
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2. Development Standards. Development of the Property wil be governed by these
Development Standards, which are part of the Rezoning Petition, and the applicable provisions of

the Ordinance. Unless the Rezoning Plan establishes a more stringent standard(s), or unless
otherwise noted on the Rezoning Plan or in these Development Standards, the regulations

established under the Ordinance for the NR Zoning District, and, for Civic Uses on the Property,
the regulations goveming Civic Uses in the Conditional Zoning category of the NR Zoning District,

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3. Modifications. The improvements shown on the Rezoning Plan are intended to reflect the
current location of existing improvements and the location of planned parking areas, proposed
